The “Threatened or Impaired Watershed” (T/I) rules is the common name used to describe the subset of California Forest
Practice Rules (FPRs) intended to protect listed anadromous salmonid (salmon) species and their habitat in forest
settings. The T/l rules regulate commercial timber harvesting on private land in watersheds where salmon species are
designated as threatened or endangered species under the State or Federal Endangered Species Acts (TES). The rules
also address timber harvesting and operational requirements for waterbodies listed under the federal Clean Water Act,
section 303(d) as “impaired.” The T/I rules were originally adopted in July 2000 and have been in place on an interim
basis since that time. The proposal would remove the interim status of the rules and make them permanent.
